JESUS’ TRIAL: PHASE THREE (Failures of Men)  Jn. 19:1-16 

 

1. In an attempt to rid himself of having to make a judgment 
against Jesus, Pilate sent Jesus to __HEROD__. 
 

2.  God the Father had determined from before __TIME_ 
began that His Son would die on the cross for the 
forgiveness of the sins of all mankind.  
 

3. “When the chief priests and the officers saw him, they 
cried out, ‘Crucify him, crucify him!’  Pilate said to them, 
‘Take him yourselves and crucify him for I find no _GUILT_ 
in him.’ “ John 19:6 (5th time he says this) 
 

4.  Jesus told his followers, “Do not __FEAR___ those who 
kill the body but cannot kill the soul.”  Matthew 10:28 
 

5.  Even the betrayer, __JUDAS___, declared to the chief 
priests and elders, “I have sinned by betraying innocent 
blood.”  Matthew 27:4 
 

6. The Bible is clear that when people persist in rejecting the 
truth of God, He will _REJECT____ them.   
 

7.  God did not change His plan or spare Christ from the 
__PRICE__ of our salvation.  However, God does turn from 
those who reject Him and His truth.   

8.  As guilty as Pilate was for rejecting the truth of God, 
____CAIAPHAS___ bore even greater guilt.   
 

9. Both Pilate, in pronouncing judgment of execution upon 
Jesus, and Caiaphas with the Sanhedrin, with their false 
testimonies against Jesus, in truth, pronounced judgment 
upon ___THEMSELVES________. 
 

10. The _________JEWISH_____ day begins at sundown.       
The _________ROMAN______ day begins at midnight.
