CRUCIFIXION OF JESUS     John 19:17-30 

 
1. Thirty-three years before the crucifixion, a righteous man, 
___SIMEON________, who was promised to see the 
Messiah before he died, pronounced the arrival of the 
Messiah when the baby Jesus was presented in the temple. 
 

2.  Jesus’ mother, Mary, endured her own suffering, know-
ing Jesus was _FULFILLING__ God’s plan, as prophesied.  
 

3. Pilate may not have believed or understood, but he 
____SERVED____ God all the same! 
 

4.  Pilate had a sign placed on the cross above Jesus that 
read, “Jesus of Nazareth, the __KING_ of the Jews,” written 
in the three most commonly used languages in Palestine. 
 

5.  The crucifixion of Jesus is the culmination of redemptive 
history and the crucial point of God’s plan of 
_SALVATION__. 
 

6. “Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life; whoever 
does not obey the Son shall not see life, but the _WRATH__ 
of God remains on him.” John 3:36   
 

7.  Anytime you hear the truth of God preached here at 
Canyon Bible, you are welcome to say “__AMEN__”!   

8.  Both Jesus and __ISAAC____ bore the wood for their 
sacrifice.   
 

9. Psalm _22__ and John 19 have many parallels regarding 
the crucifixion.   
 

10. The Hebrew word translated “transgressors” means to 
act as a __CRIMINAL_______.  Jesus was numbered with 
the transgressors. 
 

11.  When Jesus shouted, “It is _FINISHED___,” (John 19:30), 
He was giving a shout of triumph as a victor! 
 

12.  The crucifixion is not the end of the story.  Jesus lives 
and He __RETURNS____! 
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
